TOP Action Status
The Action has fulfilled almost all anticipated deliverables so far on time. As the developed validation framework is much more comprehensive as originally planned, the presentation of the results has been postponed to Summer 2015.


TOP Action Planning
The MC has approved the terms and conditions and VALUE protocol as discussed during the previous two days (see corresponding meeting minutes).

TOP STSM status, applications
This year, six STSMs have been carried out so far.


TOP Publications, dissemination and outreach activities
The MC has decided to reimburse the VALUE keynote presentation to be given by either Martin Widmann or Douglas Maraun at the EMS conference in Prague as dissemination meeting.

The VALUE framework paper is currently in revision at the AGU journal Earth's Future.


TOP Promotion of gender balance and of Early Stage Researchers
33% of MC members and 42% of WG members are female, exceeding our aim of 30% female WG members by far. 24% of MC members and 47% of WG members are early stage researchers, demonstrating our success in involving young scientists.
